Design or analysis of a syllabus. Design/analysis of goals and 

relevant learning outcomes for the syllabus. Taking account of 

students’ prerequisites and individual differences. 

Design/analysis of the course material. Choice/analysis of 

assessment methods. Choice/analysis of teaching models, 

methods and strategies. Explain your choices.  

 

Presentation of course paper (max 10 minutes) on the final 

seminar.  

 

Passing criteria: 

 compilation of the course paper (analysis of a course); 

 presentation of the course paper on the final seminar.

Students should participate in lectures or learn independently the 

material presented in Moodle, timely submit the course paper 

and present it on the final seminar (max in 10 minutes) and 

answer the questions on at least satisfactory level.
